ABOUT THE VINEYARDS

GROWING SEASON

Bouchaine’s 100-acre estate 
vineyard lies on the southern 
border of Napa Valley’s Carneros 
district, overlooking the Napa-
Sonoma Marsh State Wildlife Area 
with San Francisco and the bay 
in the distance.  Fog, wind, and 
the cold night time temperatures 
of this unique geographical area 
lend distinctive regional identity to 
Chardonnay.

 Vintage 2013 started with a 
warm spring, then the vines quickly 
went through bud break, bloom 
and set. Beautiful weather brought 
a bountiful crop. Luckily we were 
blessed with a long, perfect growing 
season, allowing for mature ripening 
and lush, layered flavors. 

Our intention is to create 
a concentrated, lush style of 
Chardonnay. That effort is checked 
somewhat by the leaner essence of 
Carneros. The crisp citrusy nature of 
the grapes denies the unctuousness 
associated with these stereotypical 
buttery-styled California wines.  None 
the less, full malolactic, new oak 
barrel fermentation, and sur lie aging 
provides a rich contrast to our Estate 
Chardonnay and a fascinating exercise 
in wine styling.  The Bouche de Beurre 
Chardonnay has many devotees even  
among the non-butter fans!

Aromas of juicy pears, white 
peaches, and buttered croissants 
lead into pretty vanilla oak notes. 
the palate is creamy and lush with 
flavors of honeysuckle, stone fruits, 
and asian pears. Baking spices round 
out the lingering finish.  This wine is a 
barrel selection of the most opulent 
barrels off our estate; it’s an homage 
to “Classic” California Chardonnay.
